What is death?  Where do we go?  Can angels die? 
 
The separation of our spirits from our bodies results in physical death, 
but angels don’t have physical bodies, so they can’t die in the biologi-
cal sense as we do.  Heb 1:14 describes them as ministering spirits.  
But there are also fallen angels or demons who turned against God 
and were sent to the Abyss (Lk 8:31) which was not a pleasant place 
to be!  
 Way back in Gen 2:17, God told Adam that the day he ate of the 
forbidden fruit he would die.  When he and Eve did eat it they didn’t die 
immediately in a physical sense.  They died by being separated from 
God spiritually and they hid themselves from his presence (Gen 3:8). 
In the same way, our sins separ-ate us from God, until we are born 
again into His family.  
 During OT times up until the death of Jesus, spirits of people who 
died physically went to Sheol where they were distressed if they were 
unbelievers or comforted at Abraham’s side if they were people of faith 
(Luke 16:19-31). After dying on the Cross, Jesus descended into Sheol 
and led the OT faithful into Paradise, which is where we go, to await 
the 2nd coming. 
In Rev 20:11-15 we read of another kind of death.  At the white throne 
judgement, unbelievers are resurrected and reunited with their spirits 
from Sheol/Hades.  As punishment, they will be cast into the lake of 
fire where they’ll be separated from God forever.  The fallen angels 
from the Abyss will also join them.  This is called the second death.  
 The second death means permanent separation from God’s 
providential care.  It doesn’t mean annihilation.   I don’t believe God will 
actively torture people forever.  Isolation from God will be terrible 
enough, as well as people’s own personal regrets. There are many 
warning passages in Scripture and it’s wise for us to take them        
seriously.
